Sunlight is necessary for both un-scented and scented geraniums. Petunias are the next popular annuals. Like geraniums there are many varieties of this plant and it also grows from spring to frost. These flowers are bright and beautiful and have a lovely fragrance. Pink and white petunias are very popular among gardeners. You will have to choose among these types of petunias &ndash; grandiflora, multiflora, milliflora and groundcover. Grandiflora is the most popular of all and it produces large flowers. Groundcover grows very quickly and cover the entire ground in one season; hence the name &lsquo;groundcover&rsquo;. You will need to take care of these flowers just like geraniums or any other flowering plant. Water them regularly and make sure there is adequate sunlight.
